	Physical Hazards
	· Steep banks
· Uneven or slippery surfaces
· Structures 
	Ensure that you assess the surface conditions before accessing.

Do not climb on structures unless authorised to do so.

Be aware of potential fall areas such as the drop off between the stadium walkway and the pitch. 
No alcohol is permitted in the grandstands.

Security guards are required for major matches.


	Utility Hazards
	· Underground services
· Above ground services
	Treat all cables as being live, including the presence of overhead and underground services, both visible and hidden.

If excavating, ensure all service plans have been obtained and services located.


	Sports Events
	· There will be various sports activities played at the Park
	Be aware of the activities that are being played and stay at a safe distance from the activity if not participating.
Be aware that during the course of an activity players and equipment will often end up outside of the playing surface.


	Carparks / Driveway
	· There are car parks and a driveway within the premise
	Ensure that you drive in a safe manner and are aware of all pedestrians within the car park and driveway area.

There is a 10kmph speed restriction within the park.


	Contractors
	· There will sometimes be Contractors working in the Park 


	Ensure that you are aware of contractors work activities and their location and do not enter area where they are working.


	Children

	· There will regularly be children at the Park
	Ensure that children are supervised at all times


	Equipment 


	· The goalposts on the artificial turf are all moveable. 

· Playing and other equipment  are moved from storage for use within the park and vice versa on a regular basis
	Ensure that equipment is lifted and moved in a safe manner.
Ensure that children are supervised when lifting and moving equipment at all times.
